PRIORITY LEGISLATION & POLICY
DEVELOPMENTS

SIGNED INTO LAW:

Ch. 136, Laws 2025 (SB1107 — Motorcycle Safety
Fund Continuation)

Sponsor: Sen. Shawnna Bolick (R)

This critical legislation eliminates the sunset provi-
sion for the $1.00 motorcycle registration fee earmarked
for the Motorcycle Safety Fund. It mandates that all mon-
ies in the fund remain trust-held and cannot be reallocat-
ed for general state expenditures. This long-term stabili-
zation ensures uninterrupted funding for rider education
and safety programs. Signed by the Governor: May 7,
2025

Ch. 78, Laws 2025 (HB2009 — Vehicle License Tax Ex-
emption; Military)
Sponsor: Rep. Pamela Carter (R)

Grants a temporary exemption from vehicle license
tax and registration fees for military personnel with de-
ployment orders within 30 days. Eligible individuals may

also receive retroactive refunds for fees paid up to six
months before the effective date. Signed by the Gover-
nor: April 18, 2025

MOVING THROUGH LEGISLATURE:

HB2192 - Appropriations; Interstate 10; Vehicle
Lanes

Sponsor: Rep. David Livingston (R)

Appropriates $133 million over two fiscal years for
ADOT to expand I-10 from SR-85 to Citrus Road. No-
tably, the project mandates use of cost-plus-time (A+B)
contracting to expedite completion. Passed House;
Awaiting Senate Rules Committee (waiting on budget)

HB2557 — Appropriation; State Route 347; Widening
Sponsor: Rep. Chris Lopez (R)

Appropriates $16.3 million for widening State Route
347, a corridor frequently used by riders in Pinal and
Maricopa Counties. Passed House; Awaiting Senate
Rules Committee (waiting on budget)

SB1517 — Off-Highway Vehicles; Weight and Regis-
tration
Sponsor: Sen. Tim Dunn (R)

Allows temporary Arizona registration for nonresi-
dent OHV owners whose vehicles meet state standards.
Retroactive to May 31, 2025. This may improve access
for out-of-state riders attending events in Arizona. Passed
Senate; Awaiting Governor’s Signature

VETOED LEGISLATION:
SB1086 - Transportation System Performance;
ADOT Metrics
Sponsor: Sen. Jake Hoffman (R)

Sought to overhaul ADOT project evaluation metrics
to emphasize mobility and safety. It prohibited ADOT

SCM1002 - Vision Zero; Transportation Planning
Sponsor: Sen. Carine Werner (R)

A joint memorial urging the federal government to aban-
don the Vision Zero and “safe systems” approach to traffic
planning in favor of traditional engineering models. ABATE
will continue to monitor the intersection between Vision
Zero strategies and motorcyclist rights. Transmitted to Sec-
retary of State: April 29, 2025

LEGISLATIVE IMPLICATIONS FOR ABATE PRIORITIES:

Several bills this session directly align with ABATE’s
mission of protecting riders’ rights, improving safety infra-
structure, and defending against regulatory overreach. The
passage of SB1107 secures the Motorcycle Safety Fund, a
major priority for education and outreach. Proposals like
SB1092 and SB1019 reflect growing resistance to surveil-
lance-based transportation enforcement, a frequent point of
tension for motorcyclists targeted disproportionately by au-
tomated systems.

At the same time, measures like HB2252 signal an ongo-
ing trend toward California-aligned environmental rulemak-
ing, with long-term implications for the availability, cus-
tomization, and maintenance of motorcycles. ABATE must
remain vigilant and prepared to intervene early in these reg-
ulatory debates, especially through engagement with ADEQ
and legislative rule review committees.

Congressional Review Acts Signed!

6-13-2025 ... Thursday, President Trump signed
three (3) pieces of legislation, H.J. Res 87, H.J. Res 88 and
H.J. Res 89, which revoke waivers granted to the State of
California, allowing it to set its own emissions standards.
These resolutions were passed by the U.S. Congress in
recent months and are a strong sign of the commitment
by some in Washington D.C., to push back against the
attack on the internal combustion engine.

Support for actions like this has been a key part of the
Motorcycle Riders Foundation’s (MRF) legislative agen-
da. During the recent Bikers Inside the Beltway event,
MRF members spent time advocating for the passage of
these bills in the U.S. Senate, where they had temporarily
stalled after being passed by the U.S. House earlier in the
year. Additionally, the MRF wishes to thank the thou-
sands of you who answered recent online Calls to Action
on this topic.

A process known as the Congressional Review Act
was the mechanism by which these bills were passed. Be-
cause of the unique way they moved through Congress,
opponents are already signaling their intent to file legal
challenges. While this battle will now likely continue in
the courts, it is nevertheless important to celebrate this
victory for the survival of the internal combustion en-
gine. The fight will go on... and the MRF will be here for
that fight.

Fast-Tracking Autonomous Vehicles

6-20-25 ... The Motorcycle Riders Foundation (MRF)
has growing concerns over recent actions by the Nation-
al Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA) to
expedite the approval process for autonomous vehicles
(AVs), particularly those lacking basic human driving
controls such as steering wheels and brake pedals.

In a recent letter, NHTSA announced it will “stream-
line” the exemption process requiring manufacturers to
seek federal approval before deploying self-driving ve-
hicles. These standards have traditionally mandated that
all vehicles include manual controls, which are a critical
safeguard for human operation and accountability on
public roads.

NHTSA Chief Counsel Peter Simshauser stated that
under this new policy, the agency “anticipates reaching
decisions on most exemption requests within months
rather than years” This announcement may open the
door to the widespread deployment of AVs without fully
understanding or addressing the potential risks these ve-
hicles pose to all road users, including motorcyclists.

The MRF has long advocated for the rights and safety
of motorcyclists in an evolving transportation landscape.
The MRF believes that rigorous testing and transparent
data sharing are the best methods to ensure AV systems
are capable of safely sharing the road with all roadway
users.

We recognize the potential benefits of autonomous
technology, but not at the expense of human lives. Mo-
torcyclists cannot be an afterthought in the race toward
automation. For the future of road safety and the preser-
vation of motorcyclists’ rights, we must ensure that inno-
vation proceeds responsibly and inclusively.

2. Voluntary Education Programs: The bill allocates
funds for voluntary motorcycle education and training pro-
grams. Whether you're a seasoned rider or just starting out,
these programs will provide valuable skills and knowledge to
help you ride safely and confidently.

3. Awareness Campaigns: In addition to training, the
fund supports awareness campaigns that educate both motor-
cyclists and other road users about motorcycle safety. This is

Legislative Session Quick Facts:

« Senate adjourned sine die June 20, 2025 (159 session days)
« House adjourned until June 23, 2025

Milwaukee, WI — Harley-David-
son has announced the recall of more
than 82,000 Softail motorcycles due
to a potentially dangerous defect that
could cause rear tire failure and lead to
crashes. The recall affects several models
manufactured between 2018 and 2024.

Defect Could Lead to Tire Damage
and Crashes.

According to documents filed with
the National Highway Traffic Safety Ad-
ministration (NHTSA), the issue centers
on the rear shock absorber’s pre-load ad-
juster. The mounting tab on this compo-
nent is at risk of fracturing. If it breaks,
the pre-load adjuster could shift and
make contact with the rear tire, possibly
puncturing it and resulting in a sudden
loss of air pressure while riding.

Harley-Davidson ~ acknowledged
that this flaw could increase the likeli-
hood of a crash and acted to prevent in-
juries by issuing the voluntary recall.

The repair will be pro-
vided at no cost to affected motorcycle
owners.

Notification letters will be mailed
starting June 16, 2025. Owners are urged
not to ride the affected motorcycles until
the issue is resolved.

Monday, the
Motorcycle Riders Foundation
(MRF) sent letters to leaders in the
U.S. Senate supporting motorcycle
ownership provisions in the House passed H.R. 1,
better known as the “One Big Beautiful Bill.” The
letters were sent to Majority Leader John Thune of
South Dakota and Senate Finance Chairman Mike
Crapo of Idaho.

The provisions make interest on loans used to
purchase American-made personal vehicles, in-
cluding motorcycles, tax-deductible. There is con-
cern that this provision may be changed in the Sen-
ate, applying the tax deduction only to automobiles.
This change would not allow those purchasing new,
American-made motorcycles that same benefit.

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Summer Riding Safety: Watch for “Tar Snakes”

As summer temperatures rise, many motorcy-
clists return to the roads to enjoy long rides and
open highways. Summer riding comes with a unique
set of hazards, but one of the most overlooked is the
danger posed by “tar snakes”.

Tar snakes are the black, shiny strips of sealant
used to fill cracks in asphalt. While they serve an
important role in preserving road surfaces, they can
create dangerous conditions for riders. This hazard
increases in summer heat as the sealant softens,
becoming slick and gummy under motorcycle tires.
Even experienced riders can be caught off-guard by
the loss of traction when crossing them at the wrong
angle or speed.

The risk factors are clear:

* Reduced traction: Heated tar snakes be-
come soft and can feel like riding over grease.

* Loss of control: Leaning into a corner and
unexpectedly encountering tar snakes can cause
the front or rear tire to slide, especially on curves or
during evasive maneuvers.

* Inconsistent surfaces: The height differ-
ence between the sealant and surrounding pave-
ment may be small, but it can affect tire grip, partic-
ularly for narrow tires.

To mitigate these risks, riders should adopt sev-
eral strategies:
1. Stay alert: Scan the road surface ahead, es-

pecially in areas with visible crack repairs.

2. Adjust your line: If possible, avoid crossing
over tar snakes while cornering. Keep the motorcy-
cle as upright as possible when riding over them.

3. Control speed: Reduce speed approaching
known problem areas or when pavement conditions
are questionable.

4. Smooth inputs: Avoid sudden throttle, brake,
or steering changes when riding over tar snakes to
maintain tire contact and stability.

5. Pressure check: Maintain proper tire infla-
tion. Under-inflated tires increase heat buildup and
reduce stability on slick surfaces.

State and local transportation departments often
rely on crack sealing to extend the life of aging
roads, but these quick fixes often overlook the impli-
cations for motorcyclists. Rider education and road
awareness are critical to avoid the dangers posed
by these seemingly minor defects.

ABATE of Arizona continues to raise awareness
and advocate for motorcycle-friendly road mainte-
nance standards that consider the unique safety
needs of motorcyclists.

Summer is peak riding season. Recognizing and
respecting the threat of tar snakes can help ensure
that riders enjoy the season safely.
